is presented annually to a North American based doctoral student or recent graduate to recognize
exemplary research that contributes to the theory and practice of consulting psychology and
advances the mission of the Society of Consulting Psychology.

The award, funded by the consulting firm, RHR International Comp any, is accompanied by a

travel funds to the following year’s Annual Convention of the American Psychological Association
to present their research.

Nominees should submit:
* One copy of their dissert ation (defended in 2006, 2007 or 2008);
* A one-page letter explaining why it is exemplary work and clearly linking it
to the domain of consulting p  sychology; and
* Two letters of recommendation from faculty or members of the Society of
Consulting Psychology

Nominations should be postmarked by May 1, 2008.
